HISTORY  

Homes and buildings have been influenced by three centu-

ries of architectural heritage and the communities take great pride in preserving 

these stately structures.  The area was settled in the mid 1700õs and was known 

as a port area because of its proximity to the Great Pee Dee River.  History runs 

deep and is evident by the homes and buildings in the area with a mix of Greek 

Revival, Georgian, Victorian, Dutch Colonial, Upcountry and Charleston styles.
